The Homeland Security Grant Program (HSGP) is a federally funded grant aiding local 
government agencies in their efforts to prevent, protect, mitigate, and respond to acts of terrorism 
and other threats.  HSGP funding also provides resources required for implementation and 
administering of the National Preparedness System. Department of Emergency Management 
(DEM) staff administers the HSGP on behalf of the Monterey County Operational Areas. 
 
HSGP funds are received annually for the Operational Areas for the purchase of specialized 
equipment for fire, law enforcement, and public safety agencies and other local jurisdictional 
emergency management preparedness needs. Equipment purchased with HSGP funding enhances 
the capabilities of local governments and stakeholder agencies to plan for and respond to large 
scale emergencies, disasters, and other hazardous events.  
 
The Marina Fire Department has been notified that our grant request for Ballistic Vests and 
Helmets has been awarded. (EXHIBIT A) 
 
ANALYSIS: 
Ballistic Helmets and Vests are a potentially lifesaving component of the Firefighter Personal 
Protective Equipment ensemble.  Ballistic Helmets and Vests are carried in the Chief Officer 
Command vehicles and on the Fire Apparatus.  Currently our ballistic helmets and vests are nearing 
their end of life and need upgrading. 
 
FISCAL IMPACT: 
Staff will solicit three quotes which will be provided to the DEM.  DEM will then purchase the 
helmets and vests.  Once the DEM receives the helmets and vests, they will inventory the items 
and deliver them to the Marina Fire Department.  No financing will go through the City of Marina.

FY 2022 AWARD ACCEPTANCE TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

SECTION 1: GENERAL GUIDELINES 

1.1 GOVERNING GUIDANCE 
This award is subject to all federal, state, and County of Monterey (hereinafter, “County”) grant 
requirements, guidelines, information bulletins, instructions, terms, and conditions.  Agency shall 
comply with all applicable statutes, regulations, executive orders, requirements, policies, guides, 
guidelines, information bulletins, grant memos, instructions, terms, and conditions related to this award 
and outlined in the U.S. Department of Homeland Security Notice of Funding Opportunity, the Federal 
Emergency Management Agency (hereinafter, “FEMA”) Preparedness Grants Manual, the California 
Supplement to the Federal Notice of Funding Opportunity, the United States Code, the Code of Federal 
Regulations, the Federal Acquisition Regulations, and the County Purchasing Manual. 

This award and any related decisions are at the discretion of FEMA, the California Governor’s Office of 
Emergency Services (hereinafter, “CalOES”), and the County, and is contingent on the budget and fiscal 
provisions of the County. 

1.2 GRANT FUNDS 
All grant funds shall be expended by the County on behalf of the Agency.  Agency acknowledges and 
agrees that if it takes any action, informal or formal, to appropriate, encumber, or expend any grant 
funds, Agency shall assume all financial obligation for such spending and shall not be entitled to 
reimbursement from the County. 

County’s obligations under this award shall not at any time exceed the amount approved in the grant 
award. 

1.3 MODIFICATIONS 
Agency is not entitled to use grant funds for any purpose that deviates from the awarded project.  If a 
project modification is necessary, Agency may submit a written request to County to modify the project. 
If the modification requires approval from CalOES and/or FEMA, Agency shall collaborate with County in 
acquiring necessary documentation, material, etc. to support said modification.  If a modification 
request is approved, County shall communicate said approval to Agency in writing. 

1.4 SUPPLANTING 
Agency certifies that the awarded project does not replace (supplant) funds that have been 
appropriated for the same purpose and the awarded project shall be solely used to supplement existing 
funds.  Agency may be required to provide documentation certifying that a reduction of non-federal 
resources occurred for reasons other than the receipt or expected receipt of federal funds.  Supplanting 
shall result in the disallowance of the awarded project and repayment of awarded funds where 
applicable. 

1.5 COLLABORATION 
Agency shall collaborate with County throughout the grant period of performance.  This may include, 
but not be limited to, acquiring necessary quotes, drafting scopes of work, RFP/RFQ creation, 
preapproval documentation, and obtaining and furnishing requisite information, material, and records. 
Agency must make a good faith effort to collaborate with County in a timely manner consistent with 
grant milestones, guidance, and assurances.  Should Agency deny County requests and/or refuse to 
engage in a timely manner, said Agency shall forfeit all rights to the award. 

EXHIBIT B
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1.6 MONITORING 
Agency shall cooperate in good faith with County in any evaluation, inspection, auditing, or monitoring 
activities conducted or authorized by FEMA, CalOES, and/or County.  

1.7 MISREPRESENTATION 
Any falsified or misleading statement, representation, certification, or documentation submitted to 
County by Agency shall result in the immediate termination of the award and/or repayment of awarded 
funds to County. 

1.8 DEBARMENT AND SUSPENSION 
Agency certifies they are not debarred, suspended, or otherwise excluded from, or ineligible for, 
participation in federal assistance programs. 

1.9 VIOLATION 
Violation of the policies and procedures contained herein may result in the withholding of a grant 
award, suspension from grant eligibility, termination of grant eligibility, and/or immediate repayment of 
awarded funds from Agency to County.  

SECTION 2: EQUIPMENT PROJECTS 

2.1 OWNERSHIP 
Agency acknowledges and agrees that ownership of equipment purchased with grant funds rests solely 
with County.  Equipment shall be given to Agency with assurances that Agency will properly and legally 
use, store, and maintain said equipment, as well as request disposition instructions from County when 
said equipment is no longer needed and/or has reached end of life, consistent with grant guidelines and 
requirements. 

2.2 RESOURCE MANAGEMENT 
Agency must use standardized resource management concepts for resource typing and credentialing, in 
addition to maintaining an inventory by which to facilitate the effective identification, dispatch, 
deployment, tracking, and recovery of resources.  Agency must have an effective inventory management 
system that includes location of equipment, intended use of equipment, condition of equipment, title 
information (where applicable), insurance and registration information (where applicable), certifications 
(where applicable), licenses (where applicable), and disposition information. 

Agency must have a control system to prevent loss, damage, and theft of grant purchased equipment 
and supplies. 

2.3 PHYSICAL INVENTORY 
Agency must conduct a physical inventory of awarded equipment at least every two years.  Agency must 
comply and cooperate with County inventory inspections of awarded equipment at least every two 
years. 

2.4 MAINTENANCE 
Agency must have adequate maintenance procedures to keep the awarded equipment in good 
condition.  Agency shall establish and maintain accurate maintenance records related to the awarded 
equipment.  Maintenance records must be retained by the Agency for the life of the equipment and 
must be provided to County upon request.

It is highly advised that Agency ensure the above documentation will be available to Agency upon 
training completion prior to initiating any training activities.  Should Agency be unable to provide the 
above documentation within 14 calendar days of training completion, Agency shall assume all financial 
obligation for the training and reimburse County all expended costs within 30 calendar days.

BACKGROUND: 
Pursuant to a special election held on July 17, 2007, on August 7, 2007, the City Council 
unanimously passed Ordinance No. 2007-09, forming the City of Marina Community Facilities 
District No. 2007-2 (commonly referred to as Locke-Paddon CFD, see “EXHIBIT B”). 
Ordinance 2007-09 also authorized an annual special tax levy for the purpose of landscape and 
park maintenance. The special tax was first levied for fiscal year 2008-09, in the amount of 
$898.58 for each of the fifteen (15) assessed properties. Each subsequent year, Ordinance 2007-
09 requires the special tax to be increased by two percent (2.00%) from the previous approved 
Maximum Special Tax.  
 
For fiscal years 2013/14, 2014/15 and 2015/16, the special tax was temporarily reduced to zero. 
The City Council Resolutions affirmed that for future calculations, the full, authorized, 
maximum rate would continue to increase per Ordinance 2007-09. Accordingly, the special tax 
for each fiscal year since inception has been as follows (NOTE: Monterey County requires that 
rates be divisible by 2 for placement on the rolls, so calculations are rounded each year):

ANALYSIS: 
Each year's special tax is collected by the Monterey County Tax Collector, and then distributed 
to the City. When received by the City, special taxes are credited in the accounting system to 
Fund 251 - CFD No. 2007-2 Locke Paddon. Likewise, expenditures and costs incurred on behalf 
of the District are paid out of Fund 251 expenditure. It is estimated that by June 30, 2024, the 
unexpended fund balance in Fund 251 (cumulative tax revenue in excess of expenditures since 
inception) is projected to be approximately $5,839. Expected landscaping, utilities, extraordinary 
maintenance, and City service expenditures for this coming fiscal year (2024-25) will be 
approximately $16,614 (“EXHIBIT C”). Planned extraordinary maintenance will include a pet 
waste station and plant replacement. 
 
Due to the age of the site improvements at the District, a fund balance of $7,225 will be 
maintained for replacement costs of site improvements as they reach the end of their life 
expectancy (e.g. street light fixtures, irrigation system) and for tree removal/replacement as 
needed. Decorative fence replacement along the boundary to the TAMC rail right-of-way is 
already anticipated for FY 25/26. 
 
Section 2 of Ordinance 2007-09 requires the CFD Administrator (the City Manager) “...to 
determine each year, without further action of this Council, the Special Tax...and, without further 
action of this Council, to provide all necessary and appropriate information to the Monterey 
County Auditor...necessary to effect the correct and timely billing and collection of the Special 
Tax....” Upon evaluation of the anticipated expenditures of the District for the upcoming Fiscal 
Year 24/25, it is the opinion of the CFD Administrator to assess a special tax of $1,200.00 per 
parcel to maintain an adequate fund balance for any potential unforeseen extraordinary 
maintenance projects. 
 
Monterey County will not impose or collect the special tax on the District's behalf unless the 
City submits, in a form provided by the County, a certification of compliance with State Law 
(Proposition 218) that includes a hold harmless and indemnification provision for administrative 
expenses of the County associated with collection of the City's taxes, assessments, fees or 
charges, other than the Constitutionally authorized 1% ad valorem tax.   
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Attached is a resolution which, if adopted by the Council will satisfy the County's certification, 
hold-harmless and indemnification requirements with respect to the City of Marina Community 
Facilities District No. 2007-2 Special Tax for the 2024-25 fiscal year.

The City informed 
NHEH that it should make a request to the City Council to waive any conflict of interest that may 
exist with respect to its representation of TGF in connection with the Project given NHEH’s prior 
representation of the City as Interim City Attorney. That request is attached as EXHIBIT A. 
 
ANALYSIS: 
The Rules of Professional Conduct of the State Bar of California prohibit an attorney who has 
formerly represented a client in the same or substantially related matter in which that client's 
interests are materially adverse to the interests of the former client unless the former client gives 
informed written consent. Given that a potential or actual conflict of interest may arise if NHEH 
represents TGF in connection with the Project, written consent is requested. A request is also made 
to waive any future potential or actual conflicts that may arise from NHEH’s representation of TGF 
or the City in matters unrelated to the Project.  
 
Further, the Rules of Professional Conduct and the Business and Professions Code prohibit an 
attorney from revealing information learned during prior representation of a former client or using 
protected information of such client to their disadvantage.  NHEH has agreed that it will not reveal 
or use any such information to the disadvantage of the City.

REQUEST: 
It is requested that the City Council: 

1. Consider Adopting Resolution No. 2024-, establishing appropriations limit for
FY 2024-25

BACKGROUND: 
Article 13B of the California Constitution states that a local government’s annual appropriations 
shall not exceed the appropriations limit of the prior year, adjusted for the change in the cost of 
living and the change in population. Cost of living and population changes for all local 
governments are determined by the California Department of Finance. 

The appropriations limit creates a restriction on the amount of revenue that can be appropriated in 
any fiscal year. Only revenues that are “proceeds of taxes” are subject to the limitation as defined 
by the law. Interestingly, this includes State subventions, which are “money received by a local 
agency from the State, the use of which unrestricted by the statute providing the subvention 
(Government Code Section 7903).” 

Government Code Section 7910 requires a local government to establish its appropriations limit 
by resolution each year, for the following fiscal year, at a regularly scheduled or noticed special 
meeting. The meeting of June 18, 2024 has been noticed via regular agenda posting locations and 
City website. 

ANALYSIS: 
As part of the establishment of its annual appropriations limit, the City must formally adopt the 
two (2) variables used in the calculation as determined by the Department of Finance: 

1. Cost-of-living change factor, and;
2. Population change factor.

In April 2024, the State of California Department of Finance has determined the change in 
California’s per capita personal income factor as 3.62% (“EXHIBIT A – Attachment A”), the 
change in population for the City of Marina as 1.91% (“EXHIBIT A – Attachment B”).   

These figures combine to produce an appropriations limit calculation factor of 1.0560, which, 
when applied to the FY 2023-24 appropriations limit of $33,465,519 produces a FY 2024-25 
appropriations limit of $35,339,301 (“EXHIBIT B”).   

Based upon the above FY 2024-25 appropriation limit of $35,339,301 and City FY 2024-25 
estimated total applicable City local proceed of tax sources, State subventions and/or applicable 
interest income of approximately $33.9 million, the City is approximately $1.3 million (or 4%) 
below the limit. Therefore, the City is well within the limit and is compliant with this California 
State law. 
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Any challenge to the appropriations limit must be brought to the City of Marina’s attention within 
forty-five (45) days of the effective date of this resolution.

THE AGREEMENT ON BEHALF OF THE CITY 

RECOMMENDATION: 
It is recommended that the City Council: 

1. Consider adopting Resolution No. 2024-, approving an agreement between the City of
Marina and Monterey Bay Moves to provide group exercise classes.

2. Authorize the City Manager to execute the agreement on behalf of the City subject to
final review and approval by the City Attorney.

BACKGROUND: 
Per the US Census Bureau, 27% of Marina residents are under the age of 18.  The Marina Youth 
and Teen Centers provide after school care for approximately 300 youth when school is in 
session.  During academic breaks, the Youth Center provides day camps for approximately 125 
youth.  Additionally, the department offers 10-15 youth sports activities, leagues, and camps 
throughout the year.  

Also according to the Census data, 14.6% of Marina residents are 65 years of age or older.  The 
Marina Senior Center, has over 200 members and provides over 25 hours per week of scheduled 
activities. Activities for this age group include fitness, sports, dancing, movement & balance, as 
well as social clubs. 

Until recently the department did not offer any programming for the 58% of residents between 
the ages of 19-64, which represents over 13,000 Marina residents (While the Senior Center is 
open to individuals 55 and older, only a small percentage of members are under the age of 65).  
Additionally, the California Health Interview Survey, reports that almost 19% of adults living in 
Marina are obese. The percentage of obese adults is an indicator of the overall health and 
lifestyle of a community.  Obesity increases the risk of many diseases and health conditions, 
including heart disease, type 2 diabetes, cancer, hypertension, stroke, liver and gall bladder 
disease, respiratory problems, and osteoarthritis.  Losing weight and maintaining a healthy 
weight help to prevent and control these diseases.  Being obese also carries significant economic 
costs due to increased healthcare spending and lost earnings. 

Additionally, per 2021 United States Census Bureau, the median household income for City of 
Marina residents is $78,795 and 10.2% of individuals are in poverty.   

Within the City of Marina there are two commercial gyms to serve the 18+ population.  Montage 
Wellness Center charges $80.50 per month plus a $50 initiation fee. Anytime Fitness does not 
offer any group fitness classes.  Therefore, there is not an affordable option for Marina residents 
to participate in group fitness classes. 
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On November 21, 2023, City Council approved resolution 2023-119 approving an agreement 
between the City of Marina and Monterey Bay Moves to launch a pilot program expanding the 
Recreation & Cultural Services offerings to include affordable group fitness classes, primarily 
for adults, to fill the gap in services available in Marina. The pilot program ran January 1-June 
30, 2024 and offering a variety of group fitness classes. 
 

ANALYSIS: 
The pilot program was extremely helpful in understanding the type of classes that are conducive 
to the space available at Vince Di Maggio Park Building and in demand by the public.  For 
instance, we found that some classes were not conducive to the space, such as yoga, due to the 
flooring and lighting.  Other classes, such as Child & Me Fitness and Baby Zumba, were not well 
attended due to low demand. 
 
Staff recommends continuing the program and offering a reduced schedule of classes, including 
classes that worked well in the space and were well attended.  
 
EXHIBIT A outlines the classes proposed for summer 2024.  EXHIBIT B outlines the fee 
structure.   
 
The City and Contractor may adjust the schedule, types of classes, number of classes, and fee for 
future sessions as deemed necessary, to maximize success of the program.  
 
FISCAL IMPACT: 
Fiscal impact is determined by enrollment. The Contractor agrees to accept 70% of revenue and 
the City agrees to accept 30% of revenue.  There are no expenses associated with this agreement.  
 
CONCLUSION:

REQUEST:  
It is requested that the City Council consider:  

  

1. Adopting Resolution No. 2024-, authorizing the City Manager to execute a 
memorandum of Understanding (MOU) by and among the Cities of Marina, Hollister, 
Watsonville and Salinas for the procurement of professional services to perform a 
municipal airport economic benefit analysis, subject to final review and approval by City 
Attorney, and;  
2. Authorizing the release of a Request for Proposals (RFP) in connection with retaining 
a consultant to conduct an airport economic impact study.   

  
BACKGROUND:  
It has been over a decade since the City of Marina last completed an economic impact study involving 
the Marina Municipal Airport.  Since then, many changes have occurred at the airport including the 
addition of Joby Aviation as a major tenant at the airport.  The cities of Marina, Hollister, Watsonville 
and Salinas which all have general aviation airports are jointly interest in conducting a comprehensive 
analysis of not only the economic, but the social and community impacts derived by the activities and 
operations of our individual and combined airports.  
  
The proposed Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) gives the framework for the cooperative effort 
to issue a Request for Proposal (RFP) to acquire consulting services for the study amongst the 
Municipal Airports in the Cities of Marina, Hollister, Watsonville and Salinas (Parties). The approach 
to acquiring the professional services for the study may be more cost-effective for the parties to 
cooperatively procure such professional services in order to achieve economies of scale, make the 
best use of airport funding, and minimize costs.   
  
In accordance with the Marina Municipal Airport’s strategic plan, a comprehensive analysis of the 
economic, social and community impact derived by the activities and operation of the Airport is 
important. In partnership with the Watsonville, Salinas and Hollister Municipal Airports, staff will 
solicit consultants to submit a proposal to conduct an economic impact study and outlining their 
experience and qualifications in performing work directly related to airports.   
  
ANALYSIS:  
The MOU (EXHIBIT B) would allow each Party to award its own contract to the selected consultant 
if a contract award is determined by a Party to be in its best interests, No Party shall be required to 
award a contract under the cooperative procurement if the results are not economically advantageous 
to that Party. A party may withdraw from this MOU, without cause, with 30 days written notice.  
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As noted in the RFP, (EXHIBIT A), solicitations seek qualified consultants with a strong background 
in developing economic impact studies. The primary purpose of an economic impact study is to 
identify, quantify, qualify, and communicate the local economic, social, and community impacts 
derived from the activities and operation of the Hollister, Marina, Salinas and Watsonville Municipal 
Airports. The resultant reports and deliverables will:  

  
• Aid the respective Cities and Airport management in communicating the value and benefits 

of the airport to the community at-large, and local, state, and federal decision makers.  
• Provide communities with evidence and narrative of the economic, social and community 

benefits the airport contributes to the community to highlight the continued need for 
support.  

• Allow the Cities of Marina, Salinas, Watsonville, and Hollister to make strategic planning 
and funding decisions and provide better support and infrastructure development projects to 
spur economic development at the airports and throughout the respective Cities.  

  
The study/report would include individual sections that analyze the impacts of the various activities 
and initiatives of the airports and their shared areas of economic impact in the Central Coast of 
California. Specifically, the direct, indirect, and induced economic impacts of the airport.

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Following the selection of a qualified consultant(s), all reports, studies, and deliverables shall be 
clearly separate and distinct and coordinated through the primary point of contact.  
 
Task 1: Project Kickoff Meeting  
 
The Consultant will assemble its team and prepare for and hold a project kickoff meeting at the 
inception of the project. This meeting will include an overview of the overall project goals, the 
tasks, deliverables, project schedule and major milestones, and how communication with the 
airport and other stakeholders will be conducted. This meeting will be used to plan the initial data 
collection activities and discuss the surveys and field visits. The Consultant will prepare the 
meeting materials, including a project kickoff meeting agenda. Following the meeting, the 
Consultant will prepare a written summary of decisions made at the meeting, questions that still 
must be resolved and action items to resolve those questions.  
 
Task 2: Conduct Surveys and Collect Data for Direct Impacts 
 
Accurate data collection is the cornerstone of any defendable economic impact analysis. One of 
the greatest challenges faced by the Cities and Airports will be explaining, justifying, and 
defending the data presented. The Consultant will develop a standard FAQ document to address 
this challenge. Questions, and sometimes skepticism, often arise from inquisitive local government 
representatives, airport tenants/users and community members. A comprehensive explanation of 
methodologies used, in “layperson’s” terms, will be very beneficial and useful to the Cities and 
their constituents. The Consultant shall determine the existing direct economic impact for the 
Hollister, Marina, Salinas and Watsonville Municipal Airports. The analysis will address the value 
of economic activities carried out by aircraft, airport management and administration, air cargo, 
airport and facilities construction, capital improvements, fixed-base operators, specialized aviation 
service operators, based and transient military aviation activities and other parties that offer a direct 
involvement with the airport. In addition, the Consultant shall provide an analysis of the tax 
revenues (see Task 2.1 below) for the respective airports and their associated activities provided 
to local, regional, state, and federal governments. Once the data collection is concluded, all 
information will be analyzed and processed to present direct impacts.  
 
Task 2.1 Tax Impacts Aviation Activities are Important Contributors to the Tax Base.  
 
The Consultant shall provide an analysis of the tax revenues for each airport and its associated 
activities provide to local, regional, state, and federal governments. Below are known sources of 
Aviation related taxes:  
 
• Income tax paid by those whose jobs are supported by the airport and visitor spending  

 
• Taxes contributed by airport businesses as available from Consultant’s data collection 
  
• Sales tax paid by those whose jobs are supported by airport and visitor spending 
  
• Sales tax paid by visitors (lodging/retail/rental cars/other)  
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• Possessory Income Taxes from hangar, facility, and land leases 
 
• Vessel taxes by aircraft owners 
 
• The potential taxes that could be associated with aviation fuel sales, aircraft maintenance, and 

new aircraft sales. Only direct/indirect tax revenue impacts will be estimated in this task.  
 
Task 2.2: Estimate the Total Value of Aircraft Based at the Airports  
 
Task 3: Conduct Surveys and Collect Data for Indirect Impacts. 
 
The Consultant shall determine existing indirect economic impact for the respective airports. 
Indirect impacts stem from purchases made off-airport by commercial and general aviation 
visitors. The Consultant will analyze economic activities that are attributable to the respective 
airports, in whole or in part, including but not limited to hotels/motels, freight forwarders, travel 
agents, restaurants, recreation, entertainment venues, and other retail establishments.  
 
Task 4: Estimate Induced Impacts  
 
The Consultant shall estimate induced economic impacts for the respective Airports. As direct and 
indirect expenditures are released into the economy, they circulate into other sectors, creating 
additional impacts, which in turn support additional jobs, payroll, and output. Measuring multiplier 
impacts helps represent the full effect of each aviation-related dollar. The economic impact of each 
airport or aviation activity on its local market area, as well as its total impact on the local economy 
will be estimated. The Consultant must use a transparent, sound, and consistent methodology that 
leverages industry best practices for the data in Tasks 2, 3, and 4. 
 
The methodology in this study must reconcile the methodology employed by other economic 
impact studies conducted by local and regional agencies (if any) to avoid double stating or 
inaccurately quantifying economic benefit of the respective Airports. 
 
Task 5: Determine Total Annual Economic Impacts  
 
The Consultant will calculate the total economic impact as the sum of the direct, indirect, and 
induced benefits. Findings from the model will support the presentation of total economic impacts. 
The output of the model will be expressed in terms of economic activity, earnings (payroll), and 
jobs.  
 
Task 6: Economic Impact of nearby real estate 
 
Measure the economic impact (positive, neutral, or adverse) on nearby real estate (residential, 
commercial, industrial, etc.). 
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Task 7: Assess Additional (Unique) Impacts  
 
There are aviation and non-aviation activities beyond the respective airports infrastructure that 
affect the economy and community. The consultant will analyze industries and activities at the 
airports that provide both economic, community and social qualitative benefits. While it is 
essential for the Cities’ stakeholders to understand the numbers justifying the investment in the 
respective airports, the economic impact does not wholly represent the only positive impact the 
airports provide to the community. There are many other vital roles and aspects the respective 
airports contribute to the local community. 
 
While it is important to quantify and qualify the millions of dollars of economic impact the 
respective airports provide to the local community, it is just as important to highlight the greater 
role the airports contribute to the local community and develop a narrative that better connects the 
community to airports.  
 
This task will be discussed more in depth during the kick-off meeting, but this could include stories 
from those who have benefited from the Air ambulance services, a child’s story from their first 
ride in an aircraft that led to a career in aviation, someone who attended the annual airshow, etc. 
The Cities expect the Consultant to study and reconcile those activities that are best to compile 
and deliver as examples that best highlight and connect the airport to the local community.  
 
Examples may include but are not limited to:  
 
• Air ambulance 
• Support of Commercial Agricultural Operations and Aerial Application

Additional 
geospatial data requirements will be determined at the time of kick-off meeting Tabular data 
developed through the study process should be formatted to include the point feature class primary 
key to link the data to the airport it belongs to. This can be one or many tables, but the airport 
primary key must be included in each table. The tabular data will be delivered in a format easily 
interpreted by the respective City’s GIS staff. Specifics regarding tabular file formats should be 
directed to the respective Cities of Hollister, Marina, Salinas and Watsonville GIS Administrators, 
prior to the start of the study.  
 
Task 10: Develop an Airport Economic Impact Communications Toolkit  
 
To assist the Department, Division, airports, and airport sponsors with communicating the results 
of this Study, the Consultant will develop an Airport Economic Impact Communication Toolkit to 
include the following:  
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• Presentation – A Microsoft PowerPoint presentation that provides an easily customizable 
template for use in communicating airport economic, social and community impacts. 

 
• Technical Report and Executive Summary Report, submitted in a printable electronic 

format. 
 

• Primer/Brochure – A brief primer, submitted in printable electronic format, describing the 
full technical Study, the results, how the airport contributes to the local economy, how the 
Study can be used, and where to download the full Study and other related deliverables. 

 
• FAQ Document – Developed under Task Two above and submitted in a printable electronic 

format.  
 
Task 11: Documentation and Coordination  
 
• Develop working papers and technical reports that include:  

 
o Direct, indirect, and induced impacts as they relate to economic activity, earnings, and

3. Investigation of References: The respective airports reserve the right to investigate references 

and the past performance of any proposer with respect to its successful performance of similar 
projects, compliance with specifications and contractual obligations, its completion or delivery 
of a project on schedule and its lawful payment of employees and workers. 

 
4. Clarification of Proposals: The respective airports reserve the right to obtain clarification of 

any point in a consultant’s proposal or to obtain additional information necessary to properly 
evaluate a particular proposal. Failure of a Proposer to respond to such a request for additional 
information or clarification could result in rejection of the Consultant’s proposal. 

 
5. Reservation in Evaluation: The Steering Committee reserves the right to either:  
 

a. Select a consultant directly from the written proposals to best meet the overall needs of the 
city; or  
 

b. Request “Best and Final Offers” from the two finalist consultants and select based on the 
lowest price.

This Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) is effective as of this____ day of 
_________, 2024, by and among the City of Hollister, a general law city (“Hollister”), the City of 
Marina, a charter city (“Marina”), the City of Salinas, a charter city (“Salinas”), and the City of 
Watsonville, a charter city (“Watsonville”).  Hollister, Marina, Salinas, and Watsonville are 
referred to herein, individually, as a “Party” and, collectively, as the “Parties.” 

RECITALS: 

WHEREAS, each of the Parties own and operate a municipal airport; and 

WHEREAS, each Party has determined that it needs to retain a consultant to perform an 
airport economic benefit analysis; and 

WHEREAS, for the procurement of professional services to perform municipal airport 
economic benefit analyses, it may be more cost-effective for the Parties to cooperatively procure 
such professional services in order to achieve economies of scale, make the best use of airport 
funding, and minimize costs; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Government Code Section 6502, the Parties are statutorily 
authorized to jointly exercise any power common to the Parties; and 

WHEREAS, Hollister is authorized to procure professional services pursuant to Chapter 
3.06 of the Hollister Municipal Code, Marina is authorized to procure professional services 
pursuant to Chapter 3.16 of the Marina Municipal Code; Salinas is authorized to procure 
professional services pursuant to Chapter 12 of the Salinas Municipal Code, and Watsonville is 
authorized to procure professional services pursuant to Chapter 5 of Title 3 of the Watsonville 
Municipal Code; and 

WHEREAS, the Parties desire to establish a mutual understanding to provide for 
Watsonville acting as lead airport (“Lead Airport”), and Hollister, Marina, and Salinas, each acting 
as participating Airports (“Participating Airports”), to procure professional services to perform 
municipal airport economic benefit analyses for each of the Parties;  

NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties in consideration of the mutual covenants hereinafter set 
forth and intending to be legally bound hereby agree as follows: 

EXHIBIT B
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1. Complete Agreement. This MOU, including any exhibits and documents incorporated 
herein and made applicable by reference, constitutes the complete and exclusive statement of the 
terms and conditions of the MOU among the Parties concerning the cooperative procurement 
professional services to perform municipal airport economic benefit analyses. The above-
referenced Recitals are true and correct and are incorporated by reference herein. 
 

2. Lead Airport Responsibilities. Watsonville agrees to the following responsibilities for 
the cooperative procurement: 
 

a. Watsonville shall serve as Lead Airport on the cooperative procurement of 
professional services to perform municipal airport economic benefit analyses for each of 
the Parties (the “Procurement”).  Procurement services (“Services”) may include, but are 
not limited to, working with the Parties to prepare and issue Request for Proposal (“RFP”) 
documents, develop scopes of work, develop evaluation criteria, and prepare addenda, if 
any, communicate with respondents to the RFP, and coordinate the proposal evaluation 
and selection processes. 

 
b. Watsonville shall work with the Parties to schedule such joint procurements in a 

timely manner, consistent with the availability and workload of Participating Airports’ 
staff. 
 

c. Watsonville shall ensure that the Procurement complies with and is consistent 
with all federal, state and local regulations, circulars and guidelines. 

 
d. Watsonville is acting as an independent contractor under this MOU and shall pay 

all wages, salaries, and other amounts due to its own personnel in connection with any and 
all Services provided under this MOU, as well as that which may be required by law. 
Watsonville shall be responsible for all reports and obligations respecting their own 
personnel, including, but not limited to social security taxes, income tax withholding, 
unemployment insurance, benefits and workers compensation insurance. Watsonville shall 
have exclusive control over its employees and the Parties shall not have any authority to 
direct or control employees of Watsonville. Watsonville’s employees or agents shall not 
be deemed the employees or agents of any of the other Parties for any purpose. 

 
e. Watsonville agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless the Parties, its 

member Airports, officers, directors, employees, and agents from and against any and all 
claims, liabilities, and actions whether legal, equitable or administrative, and costs and 
expenses (including attorney's fees and reasonable expenses for litigation or settlement) for 
any loss or damages, bodily injuries, including death, damage to or loss of use of property 
caused by the negligent acts, omissions, or willful misconduct by Watsonville, its officers, 
directors, employees, or agents in connection with or arising out of the performance of 
services under this MOU. This obligation shall not apply to negligent acts, omissions or 
willful misconduct of any of the Parties, their respective officers, directors, employees, or 
agents. 
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3. All Parties’ Responsibilities. The Parties agree to the following responsibilities in 
connection with the Procurement: 
 

a. The Parties shall each actively participate in the Procurement. Each Party shall 
provide input on the Procurement scope of work, evaluation criteria, selection of 
consultant, data requirements, and other background information required to provide the 
respondents to the RFP with sufficient information to prepare and submit viable proposals. 
Each Party shall also participate in the proposal evaluation and selection process, and shall 
award its own procurement contract to the selected consultant, subject to its respective 
contract approval process. 

 
b. The Parties shall work with Watsonville to schedule such the Procurement in a 

timely manner, consistent with the availability and workload of each Parties’ staffs. 
 

c. The Parties shall review the Procurement documents and process to ensure they 
comply with and are consistent with all federal, state and local regulations, circulars and 
guidelines. 

 
d. Each Party is acting as an independent contractor under this MOU and shall pay 

all wages, salaries, and other amounts due to its own personnel in connection with any and 
all services provided under this MOU, as well as that which may be required by law. Each 
Party shall be responsible for all reports and obligations respecting its own personnel, 
including, but not limited to social security taxes, income tax withholding, unemployment 
insurance, benefits and workers compensation insurance. Each Party shall have exclusive 
control over its employees and no Party shall have any authority to direct or control 
employees of any other Party. No Party’s employees or agents shall be deemed to be 
another Party’s employees or agents for any purpose. 

 
e. Each Party agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless the other Parties, their 

respective officers, directors, employees, and agents from and against any and all claims, 
liabilities, and actions whether legal, equitable or administrative, and costs and expenses 
(including attorney's fees and reasonable expenses for litigation or settlement) for any loss 
or damages, bodily injuries, including death, damage to or loss of use of property caused 
by the negligent acts, omissions, or willful misconduct by the indemnifying Party, its 
officers, directors, employees, or agents in connection with or arising out of the 
performance of this MOU.  

 
f. The Parties shall form an advisory committee, known as the “Steering 

Committee,” consisting of one representative from each Party.  Each Party may assign one 
alternate for situations where its primary member is unavailable.  The Parties may identify 
their primary and alternate representatives as part of this MOU.  The Steering Committee 
will evaluate proposals to determine which Consultant best meets the needs of the 
respective Parties.  The Steering Committee shall review and evaluate the submitted 
proposals pursuant to the terms of the RFP.  To the extent the Parties modify, alter, or 
adjust the review and evaluation process, the Steering Committee shall abide by the 
updated review and evaluation process. The Steering Committee shall have the right to 
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either: (a) select a consultant directly from the written proposals to best meet the overall 
needs of each Party or (b) request “Best and Final Offers” from the two finalist consultants 
and select based on the lowest price. The recommendation shall be based on unanimous 
vote of the whole Steering Committee.  Each Party may only have one vote. The Steering 
Committee shall have no decision-making authority on behalf of each respective City.  The 
respective City’s Committee member or alternate shall propose the selected Consultant to 
its respective Governing Body, City Manager, or delegate, pursuant to its respective 
purchasing ordinance.   

 
4. Parties’ Mutual Obligations.  The Parties understand and agree to the following mutual 

responsibilities regarding the Procurement: 
 

a. The Request for Proposals document developed for the Procurement shall include 
language requiring each Party to award its own contract to the selected consultant, if a 
contract award is determined by a Party to be in its best interest. 

 
d. No Party shall be required to award a contract under the cooperative procurement 

if the Procurement results are not economically advantageous to that Party. 
 

e. Each Party shall be solely responsible for the cost of the services for which it 
contracts with the selected consultant. 

 
f. This MOU shall commence upon full execution by the Parties, and shall continue 

in full force unless terminated as provided in this MOU. 
 

g. This MOU may be amended in writing at any time by the mutual consent of the 
Parties. No amendment shall have any force or effect unless executed in writing by the 
Parties.  

 
h. A Party may withdraw from this MOU, without cause, by delivering written 

notice of withdrawal to the other Parties not less than thirty (30) calendar days before the 
date of withdrawal.  The Parties may terminate this MOU upon the written agreement of 
the Parties. Unless terminated earlier by the Parties, this MOU will terminate upon the 
execution of the contracts hiring the Consultant. 

 
i. The persons executing this MOU on behalf of the parties hereto warrant that they 

are duly authorized to execute this MOU on behalf of said parties and that, by so executing 
this MOU, the parties hereto are formally bound to the provisions of this MOU. 

 
j. All notices hereunder and communications required or permitted by this MOU, 

or changes thereto, or by law to be served on, given to or delivered to any other Party hereto 
by any other Party to this MOU shall be in writing or authorized in writing, and may be 
sent by personal delivery, regular mail, or email. Any such notice shall be addressed to:

AGREEMENT FOR COLLECTION OF  
SPECIAL TAXES, FEES, AND ASSESSMENTS 

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this   day of , 20 , by 
and between the COUNTY OF MONTEREY, a political subdivision of the State of 
California, hereinafter referred to as “County” and the City of Marina, a municipal 
corporation 
of the State of California, hereinafter referred to as “District”. 

WITNESSETH: 

WHEREAS, Government Code Sections 29304 and 51800 authorize the County to recoup its 
collection costs when the County collects taxes, fees, or assessments for any School District, 
Special District, zone, or improvement District thereof; and 

WHEREAS, when requested by District, it is in the public interest that the County collect on the 
County tax rolls the special taxes, fees, and assessments for District. 

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS AGREED by and between the parties hereto as follows: 

1. County agrees, when requested by District as hereinafter provided, or as required by
law, to collect on the County tax rolls the special taxes, fees, and assessments of or
owing to the District, and of each zone or improvement District thereof.

2. When County is to collect special taxes, fees, and assessments owing to Districts,
District agrees to notify the Auditor-Controller of the County on or before the 1st day
of August of each fiscal year of the Assessor’s parcel numbers and the amount of
each special tax, fee, or assessment to the County, and including, but not limited to,
any act of omission or assessment to be so collected. Provided, however, to be
effective, the notice must be received by the Auditor-Controller by said date.

3. County may charge the sum of 0.25% of the Original Charge for each special tax, fee,
or assessment that is to be collected on the County tax rolls by the County for the
District.

4. District warrants that the taxes, fees, or assessments collected pursuant to this
Agreement comply with all requirements of state law, including but not limited to
Articles XIIIC and XIIID of the California Constitution (Proposition 218).  District
has requested, on County’s behalf, an opinion from their legal advisor stating that the
tax, fee, or assessment complies with state law, and specifically analyzing compliance
with Proposition 218 and any other applicable law. Said opinion is attached hereto as
“Exhibit A” and incorporated by reference into this Agreement.District also agrees to
reaffirm the validity of the tax, fee, or assessment each time it requests the County to
collect such tax, fee, or assessment pursuant to this Agreement.
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5. District hereby releases and forever discharges County and its officers, agents, 
and employees from any and all claims, demands, liabilities, costs and 
expenses, damages, causes of action, and judgments, in any manner arising out 
of District’s responsibility under this agreement, or other action taken by 
District in establishing a special tax, fee, or assessment and implementing 
collection of special taxes, fees, or assessments as contemplated in this 
Agreement. 

 
6. District agrees to and shall defend, indemnify and save harmless County and its 

officers, agents and employees (“indemnified parties”) from any and all claims, 
demands, liabilities, costs and expenses, damages, causes of action, and 
judgments, in any manner arising out of any of District’s responsibility under 
this agreement, or other action taken by District in establishing a special tax, fee, 
or assessment and implementing collection of special taxes, fees, or assessments 
as contemplated in this Agreement. If any judgment is entered against any 
indemnified party as a result of action taken to implement this Agreement, 
District agrees that County may, in its sole discretion, offset the amount of any 
costs, expenses or judgment paid by County or by any indemnified party from 
any monies collected by County on District’s behalf, including property taxes, 
special taxes, fees, or assessment. County may, but is not required to, notify 
District of its intent to implement any offset authorized by this paragraph. 
District also agrees that the County may require that some or all of any costs, 
expenses or judgments required to be paid by the County because of any 
judgment relating to the assessment or collection of special taxes, fees or 
assessments contemplated by this Agreement be paid directly by the District and 
not by way of offset. 

7. District agrees that its officers, agents, and employees will cooperate with 
County by answering inquiries made to District by any person concerning the 
special tax, fee, or assessment, and District agrees that its officers, agents, and 
employees will not refer such individuals making inquiries to County officers 
or employees for response. 

 
8. District shall not assign or transfer this Agreement or any interest herein and 

any such assignment or transfer or attempted assignment or transfer of this 
agreement or any interest herein by District shall be void and shall immediately 
and automatically terminate this Agreement. 

 
9. This Agreement shall be effective for the 2024 -25 fiscal year and shall 

be automatically renewed for each fiscal year thereafter unless terminated 
as hereinafter provided. 

 
10. Either party may terminate this Agreement for any reason for any ensuing 

fiscal year by giving written notice thereof to the other party prior to May 1st 
of the preceding fiscal year. 
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11. County’s waiver of breach of any one term, covenant, or other provision of this 

Agreement is not a waiver of breach of any other term, nor subsequent breach 
of the term or provision waived.

RECOMMENDATION: It is recommended that the City Council consider: 
1. Adopt Resolution No. 2024-,  approving an agreement with Denise Duffy and Associates

to prepare a maintenance plan for Hilltop Park within Phase 2 East of University Village;
and

2. Authorizing the City Manager to execute the agreement subject to final review and
approval by the City Attorney; and

3. Authorizing the Finance Director to make necessary accounting and budgetary entries.

PROJECT HISTORY 
Hilltop Park as approved in the Dunes Specific Plan is a unique and different park from the other 
traditional developed parks in Marina.  Its location provides beautiful panoramas of the ocean to 
the west and Salinas and the hills to the east.  The park as designed is to be a passive park, rather 
than an active use park with playground equipment, sports fields, and other established play 
areas.  The emphasis on the park was to have native plantings, overlooks, seating areas, walking 
pathways, picnic areas and a dog park.  Trails were to follow the contours of the land and 
provide access from Eighth and Ninth streets. 

April 20, 2021-Council approval of the conceptual plan for Hilltop park except the vegetation. 
The council directed the formation of an ad hoc committee for the trees, grasses, forbs and 
shrubs for this park.  

May 17, 2022-City Council approval of resolution 2022-60. Native plants were emphasized but 
100% native plants was not required. Section 3A of the resolution specifically says, 
“commercially available seed shall be used1.” The motion also included a requirement that the 
City shall develop a maintenance plan for the park before it is transferred over to the City.2  

December 19, 2023-Council approved the alternate seed mix for the site. 

January 11, 2024-prior to issuing the approval of the park, a memo was prepared by Vander 
Toolen and Associates stating all seed proposed was going to be planted except for item 1 
(Deerwood) which was not available and item 2 (California Sagebrush) which the staff 
recommended be removed.

2 2 hour and 30 minutes into the AMP video 
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February 15, 2024-Erik Nava, City of Marina Contract Public Works Inspector, field verified all 
the seeds proposed were planted. The only modification was the Monkey Flower had a Latin 
name change.  

June 13, 2024-site visit by City staff and Dense Duffy and Associates to better understand the 
status of the park.  

ANALYSIS 
The Dunes are getting close to completion of development of the park and would like to turn it 
over to the city as soon as possible. Pursuant to City Council resolution 2022-60 city staff are 
requesting approval of a contract with Denise Duffy and Associates that will facilitate turning the 
park over to the city and will establish a maintenance plan as directed by the city council to help 
keep the park viable and vibrant as originally designed. The scope of the contract includes: 

• An evaluation of the current plants installed by the Dunes to establish compliance with 
the landscaping plans and specifications, including an assessment of which plants have 
been successful and which ones have failed.

• Inventory of invasive non-native species that have occurred since development of the 
park and a plan to address invasive plants.

• Develop a short-term and long-term maintenance plan which includes identification of 
potential issues of problems including erosion, trampling, drought stress etc.

• Annual inspections and monitoring of the site for the next five years.
• Estimate of the staff time and resources needed for the maintenance plan.

ENVIROMENTAL REVIEW 
Approval of a contract is not a project subject to the California Environmental Quality Act 
pursuant to the commonsense exemption found in section 15061(b)(3) of the CEQA Guidelines. 

FISCAL IMPACT 
This estimated cost of the agreement is $7,110 and will be paid from existing budgeted funds. 

CONCLUSION 
City staff are recommending approval of the contract so work can begin in earnest on the 
maintenance plan for this park.

SCOPE OF WORK 

Hilltop Park is an approximately 10-acre park associated with the Dunes Phase 2 East development in 
Marina and is intended for passive recreation along a series of informal trails. The City has requested a 
post-installation evaluation of the landscape materials at the park and preparation of short and long-term 
maintenance recommendations.  The following scope of work includes attendance of one site meeting with 
City staff at Hilltop Park to review site conditions, a second more detailed site visit and preparation of a 
memo detailing recommended maintenance measures for the native landscape at the park, preparation of 
an opinion of cost for implementation of short and long-term maintenance measures, and an annual 
inspection for a period of five years.  

Task 1 – Project Initiation 

This task includes one initial site meeting with City staff, correspondence, and review of relevant project 
documentation, landscape plans, and the existing Dunes Phase 2 East Hilltop Park Landscape Maintenance 
Manual (vanderToolen Associates, 2024). 

Task 2 – Site Evaluation and Maintenance Recommendations Memo 

DD&A will perform a second site visit to evaluate the site in greater detail. The site evaluation will include 
a review of the landscape and a determination, to the extent feasible, of compliance with the landscaping 
plans and specifications; an assessment of which plant species planted during the initial landscaping effort 
have been successful and which ones appear to have failed; an inventory of priority invasive non-native 
plant species; and identification of other issues that could pertain to short and long-term maintenance (i.e. 
erosion, trampling impacts, herbivory, drought stress). DD&A will summarize the findings of the site 
evaluation in a memo format and provide a list of maintenance recommendations for short-term (e.g., 12 
months) and long-term (e.g., 5 years) implementation. DD&A will respond to one round of City comments 
and will revise the memo accordingly. 

Task 3 – Opinion of Cost 

Based on the site evaluation and maintenance recommendations, DD&A will prepare an opinion of probable 
implementation cost. The opinion of cost will provide estimated implementation costs for each of the 
recommended short and long-term maintenance recommendations presented under Task 2.  The opinion of 
cost will assume implementation by a landscape contractor or restoration specialist and will not attempt to 
estimate costs associated with volunteer organizations. The intent of the opinion of cost will be to help the 
City plan for future expenditures, but it will not constitute a formal proposal for implementation. 

Task 4 – Annual Inspections (5 Year) 

DD&A will perform once annual inspections of the vegetation at Hilltop Park for a period of five years. 
The inspections will evaluate general survival and health of the vegetation, identify plant species that are 
not thriving, identify areas of invasive weeds requiring control, and assess other maintenance issues 
pertinent to the vegetation that require attention. The inspections will pertain to informal areas of native 
vegetation and will not address conventional landscaping (i.e. turf etc.). Findings of each inspection will be 
summarized in a written memo-style report and submitted to the City.

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BUDGET 

The project will be billed on a time-and-materials basis by task with a not-to-exceed amount detailed in the 
attached budget. 

ASSUMPTIONS 

The budget is based on completing only the tasks identified above and does not include services including 
but not limited to attendance of public meetings, additional site visits, land surveying or other engineering 
services; preparation of design drawings or irrigation plans; acquisition of permits or payment of permit 
fees; detailed surveys or mapping of plants and/or habitat; surveys for special status species; or 
implementation of landscape maintenance recommendations.  DD&A is available to perform these services, 
but an add-on to the contract would be necessary.

REQUEST:  
It is requested that the City Council consider approving and adopting Resolution No. 2024-, for 
the following actions:  
  

1. Approve final design of Sea Haven Park including relocating playground equipment 
originally purchased for Sea Haven Park to Glorya Jean Tate Park.   

2. Approve final design of Glorya Jean Tate Park.   
3. Approving transferring the needed unexpended fund balance of approximately 

$1,813,136 from Glorya Jean Tate Park (Capital Project # QLP2119)  to Sea Haven 
Community Park (Capital Project # QLP 2016).  

  
BACKGROUND:  
In 2005 the City of Marina adopted a Parks and Recreation Facilities Master Plan. One of the key 
goals of this plan was to, “Prioritize the improvement of existing parks and development of new 
parks.”  The City Council has prioritized the funding, design, and construction of city parks 
including the new Sea Haven Park and Dunes City Park and the renovation of the existing Glorya 
Jean Tate Park, Windy Hill Park, and Preston Park.  
  
The funding for these parks improvements primarily comes from the Park Impact fee which is 
charged to each new residential building permit that is issued and is approximately $10,500 per 
single family unit.  This fee provides for the development of new parks impacted by the new homes 
being built.  
  
Many public meetings and open houses have been held for improvements to city parks, 
particularly, Sea Haven, Glorya Jean Tate and Dunes City Park.  An open house on parks design 
was held on November 13th, 2018. At the open house, community members viewed plan sheets 
that showed the existing parks and bubble diagrams containing elements identified in master 
plans.   
  
The parks concept plans were presented to a joint Public Works Commission and Recreation and 
Cultural Services Commission on February 21, 2019. The Commissioners received the 
presentation, heard comments from the public, and made recommendations for changes.  
  
On April 9, 2019, the City Council passed Resolution 2019-36, receiving presentations on various 
park concept plans and provided comments.  The revised concept plan for Glorya Jean-Tate Park 
served as a basis for the pump track and future park improvement designs.  In subsequent 
meetings the council has approved final design plans for Sea Haven and Glorya Jean Tate Parks.  
  
  
   



ANALYSIS:  
 Sea Haven Park  
Wathens Castanos Developers (WCD), the developer for Sea Haven is responsible for the 
construction of Sea Haven Park.  The developer committed to funding $3.0 million towards the 
construction of this park ($2.1 million provided by the developer and $0.9 million provided by 
the city through park impact fee reimbursements).  The initial projected costs of the park came in 
higher, so the city agreed to pay for the purchase and installation of playground equipment in the 
park.  The city council approved $1.8 million (Capital Project #QLP 2016) for an additional city 
contribution to this park to cover playground and other improvements.  
  
In December 2023 WCD went out to bid for construction of Sea Haven Park and their bid prices 
came back at $4,524,071, approximately $1.5 million over their established budget of $3.0 
million.  This excluded the playground equipment which the City had already purchased.  The City 
requested that WCD increase their budgeted amount for the park, which they declined and instead 
they recommended value engineering park amenities to close the gap.  Their proposal includes, 
changing pickleball courts from standard painted concrete to asphalt, reduction of trail and 
pathway system around the park, reducing parking lot spaces, park amenities, and the open lawn 
play area.  
  
The council can either approve the value engineering options or approve transferring in additional 
funds to close the gap.  
  
Glorya Jean Tate Park  
City Council has approved the design plans for Glorya Jean Tate Park and preparation of bidding 
documents. Our park consultant Verde has given us an updated total project estimate of 
$6,186,864 for completion of the park including construction costs, soft costs, and playground 
equipment.  This results in a savings of $1,813,136 from what has been budgeted for the park.  
  
The Glorya Jean Tate Park Improvements, Phase 2, shown on Illustrative plan, EXHIBIT A, 
highlights the following park elements;  

• Dog Park, sectioned to separate the smaller dogs from that of the larger dogs.  
• Basketball court, two pickleball courts, exercise area and horseshoe/cornhole 

court.  
• Picnic areas, open turf area and walkways in and around the park.  
• Play area, using play equipment initially procured for the Sea Haven Community 

Park. “EXHIBITS B and C” show the playground layout and playground 
equipment profile, respectively.  

• Additional Park entrances at Reservation Road and along Cardoza Avenue.  
• 34 Additional parking spaces will be provided by restriping the east side of Cardoza 

Avenue, bringing the total to 71.  
  
 RECOMMENDATION:  
Staff proposes relocating the original playground equipment that was purchased for Sea Haven 
Park and is sitting in boxes at our corporation yard to Glorya Jean Tate Park.  This equipment and 
installation are budgeted at $1.5 million and this amount is already budgeted in the Glorya Jean 
Tate budget.  Additionally, the playground manufacturer will start increasing our installation 
costs if we keep delaying installation of the equipment.  
  
Staff also proposes purchasing new playground equipment for Sea Haven park and keeping that 
budget around $1 million dollars, which is already funded with Capital Project #QLP 2016.  



Additionally, staff recommends transferring the needed unexpended fund balance of 
approximately $1,813,136 from Glorya Jean Tate Park (Capital Project # QLP 2119) to Sea Haven 
Community Park (Capital Project # 2016) to close the funding gap of $1,438,799.  
  
Over the past several months City staff and WCP Developers have worked together to make 
modest adjustments to the park to reduce the funding gap. These adjustments reduced the gap by 
$85,272 resulting in a fund gap of $1,438,799.  
  
City staff also worked with Verde and Kompan to check viability of locating the play equipment 
purchased for the Sea Haven Community Park at the Glorya Jean Tate Park playground area.    
  
The relocation of the playground equipment purchased for Sea Haven Community Park to Glorya 
Jean Tate Park was determined to be a viable option which would enhance the Glorya Jean Tate 
Park while also reducing the cost of the Sea Haven Community Park project as there is 
opportunity to redesign a less expensive playground for Sea Haven Community Park.   
  
FISCAL IMPACT:  
There is no additional impact to the General Fund.  The proposal shifts excess fund balance from 
the Glorya Jean Tate Park (Capital Project QLP 2119) to Sea Haven Park (Capital Project # 2016) 
to bridge the funding gap in the Sea Haven Park.

This presentation and providing design input for Glorya Jean Tate Park Improvements Phase 2 is 
not a project as defined by the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) per Article 20 
Section 15378 and under General Rule Article 5 Section 15061.

REQUEST: 
It is requested that the City Council/Airport Commission consider: 
 

1. Adopting Resolution No. 2024-, approving an amendment to the Ground Lease Agreement 
between City of Marina and Joby Aero, Inc. (Joby) dated February 16, 2020, increasing the 
lease area from five-acres to approximately 13.75 acres of the developed south tarmac 
located at 3200-C Imjin Road, and making other modifications to the lease including 
increasing the term from 30 years to 40 years; and 

2. Authorizing Finance Director to make necessary accounting and budgetary entries; and 
3. Authorizing City Manager to make minor administrative modifications and execute the 

amendment to Ground Lease Agreement on behalf of the City, subject to final review and 
approval by City Attorney. 

 
BACKGROUND: 
On December 17, 2019, the City of Marina City Council approved a ground lease agreement with 
Joby Aero, Inc. (“Ground Lease”) for a 217,800 square feet (± 5 gross acres) lease area for the 
construction of a 55,200 square foot fabric covered industrial structure (“Tent Structure”) with two 
options on a developed portion of the south tarmac of the Marina Municipal Airport : 

• Option Area No. 1.  an additional 566,280 square feet (±13 acres)  
• Option Area No. 2.  an additional 522,720 square feet (± 12 acres); and 

 
Following the Ground Lease, Joby pursued approval of a 580,000 s.f. aviation manufacturing 
building to be constructed in the option area. That proposal was approved by the Planning 
Commission on February 27, 2020. 
 
ANALYSIS: 
In lieu of the options set forth above, Joby revised its plans and on October 5, 2023, applied for a 
Design Review Permit for a pre-engineered metal building that will contain a training area, a 
shipping and receiving area and aviation related manufacturing, and storage area. The proposed 
226,329 square feet (sf) building shell would be placed approximately 749 feet from Imjin Road, behind 
the existing manufacturing building, and approximately 61 feet from the existing Tent Structure 
(“EXHIBIT A”).  
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On February 12, 2024, the Planning Commission approved Resolution No. 2024-06 for Site and 
Architectural Design Review Application No. SAD23-008 for a 226,329-sf metal building subject to 
findings, conditions of approval as well as finding that the project was consistent with the adopted 2020 
Mitigated Negative Declaration (SCH #2020010127) (“EXHIBIT B”). 
 
The parties now seek to amend the Ground Lease to increase lease area from the original five acres 
to approximately 13.75 acres to accommodate the new pre-engineered metal building (“Exhibit 
C”).  In addition to amending the Ground Lease to increase the lease area, the lease is also being 
amended as follows: 
 

• Rent: increase from $0.03/sq.ft. to $0.033 sq.ft.; currently, $6,534 per month or 
$78,408 annually to $19,771.32 per month or $237,255.84 annually based on the 
new rent and lease area;  

• Term: increase term from 30 years to 40 years;  
• Annual rent adjustment: rent is currently adjusted every 3 years from a formula that 

involves the 3-year average of the Consumer Price Index to a more straightforward 
and simple annual adjustment of 2.5%. 

 
Use of the proposed structure will include: Aeronautical use in connection with the business of 
developing, designing, engineering, tooling, testing, manufacturing and the sale of aircraft and 
aircraft components and at all times for the storage of active/airworthy aircraft or performing final 
assembly of aircraft under construction, or for repairing and storing tools and materials used for 
aircraft or for any one of the “aeronautical uses” established by the Federal Aviation 
Administration. 
 
COUNCIL PRIORITIES 
At the March 2019 City Council retreat, the council identified a number of priorities.  This item 
addresses one of the established priorities. 
 
FISCAL IMPACT: 
Should the City Council approve this request, anticipated annual rent revenue to the airport will 
increase from $78,408to $309,240 annually with increasing annual adjustments of 2.5%.  Building 
lease rent revenue is recorded to FY 2023-24/2024-2025 Budget, Airport Operations Fund 555, 
Facilities Rents Building Rents, Account No. 555.000.000.00-5460.220.

• Option Area No. 2.  an additional 522,720 square feet (± 12 acres); and 

WHEREAS, in lieu of the options set forth above, Joby revised its plans and on October 5, 2023, 
applied for a Design Review Permit for a pre-engineered metal building that will contain a training 
area, a shipping and receiving area and aviation related manufacturing, and storage area. The 
proposed 226,329 square feet (sf) building shell would be placed approximately 749 feet from Imjin 
Road, behind the existing manufacturing building, and approximately 61 feet from the existing Tent 
Structure (Exhibit A); and 
 
WHEREAS, on February 12, 2024, the Planning Commission approved Resolution No. 2024-06 for 
Site and Architectural Design Review Application No. SAD23-008 for a 226,329-sf metal building 
subject to findings, conditions of approval as well as finding that the project was consistent with the 
adopted 2020 Mitigated Negative Declaration (SCH #2020010127) (Exhibit B); and 

 
WHEREAS, use of the proposed structure will include: Aeronautical use in connection with the 
business of developing, designing, engineering, tooling, testing, manufacturing and the sale of 
aircraft and aircraft components and at all times for the storage of active/airworthy aircraft or 
performing final assembly of aircraft under construction, or for repairing and storing tools and 
materials used for aircraft or for any one of the “aeronautical uses” established by the Federal 
Aviation Administration 

WHEREAS, the parties now seek to amend the Ground Lease to increase lease area from the 
original five acres to approximately 13.75 acres to accommodate the new pre-engineered metal 
building and to make other modifications to such lease as set forth in Exhibit C; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council/Airport Commission of the City of 
Marina does hereby: 

 
1. Approve an amendment to the Ground Lease Agreement between City of Marina and Joby

THIS FIRST AMENDMENT TO GROUND LEASE (“First Amendment”) is made and 
entered into effective as of this ___day of June 2024 (“Effective Date”), by and between the CITY 
OF MARINA, a California charter city (“City”), and JOBY AERO, INC. a Delaware corporation 
authorized and registered to do business in California (“Lessee” or “Tenant”).  City and Lessee are 
hereinafter collectively referred to as the “Parties”, and each a “Party”. 

Recitals: 

 This First Amendment is entered into with reference to the following facts and 
circumstances, which are hereby found and determined by the Parties: 

A. On February 16, 2020, the Parties entered into that certain Ground Lease with Options 
(“Original Lease”), whereby Lessee agreed to lease from City and City agreed to lease 
to Lessee approximately 217,800 square feet (± 5 gross acres), being a portion of that 
certain real property, located at 3200-C, Imjin Road, Marina, County of Monterey, 
California, designated as a portion of Monterey County Assessor’s Parcel Number 031-
112-001-000, as described and delineated on Exhibit “A” to the Original Lease 
(“Original Premises”).  
 

B. Lessee has requested to expand the Original Premises to add additional square footage 
of approximately 381,331 (approximately 8.75 acres), as further described in 
Attachment 1 to this First Amendment for a total area of 599,131 (approximately 13.75 
acres) (“Premises” as hereinafter defined by this First Amendment). Additionally, the 
Parties have agreed to revise certain terms and conditions as set forth in this First 
Amendment.  Lessee plans to improve the Premises, as more particularly described 
herein on the timeline set forth in Attachment 2 to this First Amendment.  
 

C. Capitalized terms used but not defined in this First Amendment shall have the meanings 
given to them in the Original Lease.

REQUEST: It is requested that the City Council consider: 
1. Adopting Resolution No. 2024-, approving the minor modifications to the adopted Objective

Design Standards (ODS) as described in EXHIBIT A

BACKGROUND: 
On March 19, 2024, the City Council adopted the ODS and related Marina Municipal Code 
(MMC) and General Plan amendments necessary to implement the standards for qualifying
projects. At this meeting, Council members requested that staff and the consultant consider
modifying Section 1.3.1 pertaining to Site Design and, specifically, window placement offsets to
improve privacy in cases where residential developments have no or very minimal setbacks from
neighboring residential development. The Council also requested that fabric awnings be removed
as an allowed material in Sec. 1.3.2.K.7. The Memo prepared by the City’s ODS consultant,
Raimi+Associates (R+A), dated May 24, 2024, is included as Exhibit A to the Resolution and
describes how these proposed modifications were addressed in further detail.

ANALYSIS:
In brief, the R+A Memo: 

1. Amends Sec. 1.3.1.A.2 to reference a modified Figure 4 and a new Figure 5 which specify
window placement standards for upper stories between 5 and 10’ of a property line and less
than 5’ of a property line, respectively;

2. The Memo notes that a <5’ setback is not allowed in the MMC except for possibly as part of
a Planned Unit Development (PUD);

3. The amended and new figures assume these horizontal offsets only for upper floors as a 6’
fence is allowed separating properties and typically blocking views to neighbor windows
from the ground floor;

4. The Memo provides an amendment to Sec. 1.3.2.K.7.e suggesting that heavy canvas be
allowed as an affordable option, but that fabric awnings be eliminated as an allowed awning
material; and

5. These changes do not require amendments to either the MMC or the General Plan.

CONCLUSION: 
Staff requests that the Council adopt the proposed Resolution and direct staff to make the 
changes to the final ODS. Staff notes that there is no further budget available for this contract 
and that additional changes or amendments to the ODS will require a contract amendment and 
additional budget.

WHEREAS, staff and the City’s consultant, Raimi+Associates (R+A) considered these requests 
and provide solutions in the Memo dated May 24, 2024, and included herein as Exhibit A; and 

WHEREAS, adoption of these minor modifications to the ODS do not trigger amendments to 
either the Marina Municipal Code (MMC) or the General Plan and will not result in a significant 
negative impact to the environment. Therefore, this action is exempt from environmental review 
per Section 15378 of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council does hereby: 

1. Find that the foregoing recitals are adopted as findings of the City Council as though
set forth fully herein. 

2. Determine the proposed minor modifications to the ODS are exempt from the
California Environmental Quality Act pursuant to CEQA Guideline Section 15378.

Potential Modifications to the Objective Design Standards document 

At the City Council hearing for the Objective Design Standards on March 19, 2024, the City 
Council directed City staff and the consultant team to examine the privacy issue that emerges 
when buildings are located very close to or at the property line.  Following the hearing, City staff 
was also asked to make modifications related to awning materials.  Both these topics are 
discussed in this memo. 

Privacy Concerns when Buildings are Located Close to or at the Property Line 
Section 1.3.1.A.2 in the Objective Design Standards document addresses the topic of Window 
Placement.  The minimum side setback for residential zones is 5 feet and this standard requires a 
3-foot offset between windows if a building is placed within 10 feet of the property line. (See
Figure 4 in the ODS).

While zero-setback buildings are not permitted by right in the city except possibly as a part of a 
Planned Development permit, the following modifications are recommended to address privacy 
concerns when buildings are located close to or at the property line.  

The following page illustrates the recommended changes: 

1.3 Multi-Family Residential and Residential Mixed-Use (3+ stories) 
This section applies to attached multi-family building types three stories and higher, including 
courtyard housing, low-rise and mid-rise multi-family stacked dwellings, and both horizontal 
and vertical mixed-use developments (residential units stacked above ground-floor commercial). 

1.3.1 Site Design 
A. Neighborhood Transitions and Privacy.

1. Transition to Lower Density Building Types. When a building has a rear and/or interior side
property line abutting a single-family residential zoned parcel, starting above the third floor, each
subsequent floor shall be stepped back by 15 feet for every two floors.

2. Window Placement. When a new building is located within 10 feet of a side property line,
windows on the building shall be oriented to avoid a direct line of sight into adjacent residential
buildings or property. Windows shall be offset a minimum of three feet horizontally from
windows of the nearest residential building on the adjacent property to maximize privacy. (See
Figure 4). If a new building is located within five feet of a side property line, windows shall be
offset a minimum of five feet horizontally from windows of the nearest residential building on the
adjacent property to maximize privacy. (See Figure 5). This requirement is waived if the window is
to a non-habitable room such as a bathroom or closet and has frosted or privacy glass.

Awning Materials 
Section 1.3.2.K.7 in the Objective Design Standards document addresses the topic of materials 
for awnings and canopies. The concern raised was regarding how long these awnings last.  

Acrylic is a synthetic material that is moisture-wicking and water-repellant. These are also long-
lasting. However, acrylic awnings can cost up to ten times the cost of canvas awnings. 

Canvas awnings typically last 8-12 years, with heavier-weight canvas awnings lasting longer and 
weathering wind, snow, and hail. Ongoing maintenance is necessary to keep canvas awnings 
looking good. We suggest continuing to allow canvas awnings to provide a lower-cost option 
for Marina business owners. 

The following text illustrates the recommended changes: 

1.3.2 Building Design 
K. Ground Floor Design – Retail/Commercial

7. Awnings and Canopies.

e. Awnings and canopies shall be make made of fabric, canvas, acrylic, glass, wood (synthetic or
weather treated), metal, or a combination of such materials. Fabric, vVinyl and plastic awnings
are prohibited.

CITY COUNCIL TO RECEIVE AN INFORMATIONAL UPDATE ON THE 
MOBILE VENDING ORDINANCE. THE UPDATE IS NOT A PROJECT 
UNDER CEQA PER SECTION 15378 OF THE CEQA GUIDELINES. 

REQUEST: 
That the City Council receive a brief informational update on the status of the Mobile Vending 
Ordinance adopted on December 5, 2023. No action is required at this time. 

BACKGROUND: 
On September 28, 2023, the Planning Commission adopted Resolution 2023-18 recommending 
the City Council adopt an ordinance to codify regulations for mobile food vending and sidewalk 
vending. On December 5, 2023, the City Council adopted Ordinance No. 2023-15 to the Marina 
Municipal Code (MMC) adding Chapter 10.461 – Mobile Food Vending and Sidewalk Vending 
to Title 10 of the MMC. 

UPDATE: 
Applications for New Licenses. After adoption of the ordinance, staff sent an email to each of 
the 70± food businesses with active business licenses to let them know this service was now 
available. Even with this outreach, the City has not received any applications for a Mobile Food 
or Sidewalk Vending license and very few inquiries. Staff will continue to provide outreach 
through direct contact and social media. 

Sidewalk Vending Enforcement. There are, from time to time, unlicensed sidewalk vendors 
operating in parking lots and on sidewalks throughout the City. They are contacted by our Code 
Enforcement Officer, who is bilingual in Spanish and English, and notified that both a City 
business license and a sidewalk vending license are required for them to operate, but none have 
endeavored to obtain the required license. When contacted, they typically pack up and leave that 
location only to relocate somewhere else. Per the Code, unlicensed operators are subject to 
enforcement under MMC Chapters 1.08, 1.10 and 1.12. Our code enforcement officer provides 
each sidewalk vendor with a handout in English and Spanish with a QR code link to the City’s 
website.23 The Community Development Department (CDD) has not received any complaints 
from residents or store management (including Walmart) about sidewalk vending.  

As a result of not having issued any licenses, there is no update on the specific items that the 
Council stated that it would like to track at its December 2023 approval hearing: 

- Require mobile vendors to put a “No Smoking Sign” on their trucks
- Notify all brick-and-mortar restaurants of this new ordinance (done)
- Monitor if there is an over concentration of the vendors in one section of the community
- Conduct outreach to interested vendors (ongoing through web/social media posts)
- Examine impact of regulations on brick and mortar businesses
- Allow mobile vendors in the south park area of the Dunes

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Restrictions/Constraints in Ordinance Inhibiting Applications. Council members have 
expressed a concern that the ordinance may be too complicated or burdensome for applicants. As 
staff have not received inquiries from potential applicants, it is difficult to gauge whether or not 
this is an issue. The food service licensing through the County is very complicated and is likely 
more of a burden to prospective mobile food vendors. The City’s ordinance is very similar to the 
City of Monterey’s and staff considered several other jurisdictions’ ordinances. The City’s 
application to locate within the public road right-of-way is inexpensive and simple, but all 
require several food safety and service license from the County’s Environmental Health, 
Consumer Health Protection Division4. 
 
CONCLUSION: 
Staff will continue to advertise on the City’s website, social media, and other available platforms 
that mobile food vending is allowed in the City of Marina and monitor establishments for the 
items of interest above.
