Qualification of Work Crew
8.1. Asbestos Supervisor/Competent Person (RE Project Foreman): The designated competent person

shall possess a current EPA approved certification as an Asbestos Contractor Supervisor/OSHA
Competent Person. He will be on-site at all times and will act as the competent person for
occupational health and safety issues. The supervisor will conduct daily inspections of the work
areas to ensure that control measures, work practices, personal protective equipment, and
hygiene facilities are used as prescribed in this document.

8.2. Asbestos Crew: All RE employees have completed an asbestos worker training course in

conformance with the requirements of 40 CFR 76, the US EPA AHERA. Current documentation
shall be maintained. A crew of 10-12 is expected to complete scope of work

8.3. All employees have received medical clearance to wear respirators.

Personal Protection Equipment
9.1. All individuals in the work area will wear a NIOSH/OSHA approved half-mask air purifying

respirator equipped with HEPA cartridges.

9.2. Disposable protective clothing will be worn at all times inside the work area. Protective clothing is

made of breathable fabric to reduce the potential for worker heat stress. Workers shall also don
gloves, hard hats, eye protection and work boots.

9.3. When Vapor Blasting, crew will wear ear plugs, PAPR Respirators and Protective body shield

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Personal Exposure Monitoring

10.1.In accordance with OSHA protocol personal exposure monitoring shall be performed daily when
abatement is in progress by collection of operator breathing zone samples in order to determine
the adequacy of Personal Protective Equipment.

Work Area Preparation

11.1.Power to be provided by temporary power and or mobile generators.

11.2.Toilet facilities to be provided.

11.3.Remove all trash debris inside the buildings, place outside to be disposed as trash into end dumps
during the demolition.

11.4.Establish regulated work area by posting required signage and restricting access to work area.

11.5.For the abatement of exterior asbestos materials nearby surfaces shall be protected with 6-mil poly
sheeting as necessary to prevent contamination during asbestos removal.

11.6.A modified two-stage personnel decontamination unit equipped with a hudson sprayer and towels
for worker cleaning purposes shall be constructed contiguous to each work area.

11.7.For abatement of interior asbestos materials, openings will be covered with 6 mil poly. Walls will be
covered with1 layer of 6 mil poly and negative air machines will be installed to maintain a
negative pressure of -0.02 WC.

11.8.For abatement of friable asbestos materials a three-stage personal decontamination chamber with
electric water heater and operational shower shall be constructed contiguous to the work area.

11.9.A recording manometer will be installed and checked to ensure -0.02 WC.

11.10. Prior to the start of removal activities, containments/regulated work areas shall be inspected.

For work performed outside the protection of a structure, weather conditions are to be monitored—

certain wind speeds, rain, lighting may cause work stoppage.

General Procedures for Abatement of Asbestos Containing Materials

12.1.Equipment to be used for removal shall be operated with the intent to minimize fiber emissions and
protect adjacent areas from impact. Work to be performed such that there is no release of
hazardous materials into surrounding soils, groundwater or outside of each work area.

12.2.At all times wet methods shall be utilized, with caution not to create waste water.

12.3.HEPA filter equipped vacuums shall be used for immediate clean-up of debris.

12.4.Asbestos debris shall be sealed in appropriately labeled, leak-tight containers (double, 6-mil poly
bags or double, 6-mil wrapping) and removed to secured area or dumpster.

12.5.Spray encapsulant shall be applied where asbestos materials have been abated.

12.6.All equipment utilized in the performance of this project shall be decontaminated at such time it is
removed from the regulated work areas.

12.7.Upon receipt of satisfactory clearance results from owner’s representative, the work area shall be
deemed asbestos safe and ready for tear down of containment.

Hand
scrape remaining residue from components to remain. **Below

3. Package and label waste, store all waste in labeled, lined, lockable roll top 40 yard containers.

Dispose of as friable, hazardous asbestos-containing waste. Hazardous waste manifest is
required.

White Fire Door Insulation-
